The use of puppets ensures that the stories are more 
easily remembered and there is a photocopiable worksheet 
for classroom follow up which accompanies each 
Commandment. It also has puzzles and quizzes to 
reinforce the message.

The 
course focuses on how to do this smoothly and without 
errors. Participants will need a working knowledge of 
PowerPoint.
